I-75 N, Take exit 10A to merge onto OH-126 (Ronald Reagan High-
way). Take the Galbraith Rd. exit toward Winton Rd. Turn left at W. 
Galbraith Rd. Turn right at Winton Rd. Turn right at Farragut Rd. Turn 
left at Enfield St. Parking in back of Community Building. 
From North, I-71: 
Take I-71 to I-275 towards Indiana, stay on I-275. Take exit 39 for 
Winton Rd. Follow signs for Winton Woods/Forest Park and merge 
onto Winton Rd (continue south on Winton) Turn left at Farragut 
Road.
