Teams will come for five hours and work in crews of 
students and adults to complete the job. There is no cost to participate. 
The cost for this project is covered by our sponsors.”   

If you or someone you know is in need of help on their home, contact 
Wilson for an application at Messiah Lutheran at dce@messiahgrh.org  or 
513-825-4768. The group is looking for projects that involve painting, light 
carpentry, and yard work. Applications will be assessed by need, time 



necessary to finish the project, and order in which they were received. 
 
“Someone from Messiah Lutheran Church will contact applicants to come 
to their home, check out the site, and decide if we can complete the 
project in the time allotted,” said Wilson. All projects that are started will be 
completed.  

The first Simple Service Saturday in September 2009 involved 74 students 
and 36 adults, served 11 families and logged over 550 hours of 
community service. “Our goal for the second Simple Service day is to 
reach out to more homes with more students and adults,” said Wilson. 
“This is a great opportunity for local churches and schools to impact their 
community.”

·  A new requirement by the state of Ohio that high school students must 
have lessons in economics and financial literacy to graduate is already 
being met at Winton Woods High School. “This particular legislation, which 
is part of House Bill 311, has an effective date of July 1, 2010 and will 
affect the graduating class of 2014,” said Winton Woods Associate 
Superintendent Tom Hausterman.  

 
Winton Woods High School Social Studies teacher Brian Schultz said the 
school has “more than fulfilled this requirement for financial literacy. We 
are ahead of the curve in this instance.”  
 
Schultz, who teaches Senior Economics, has a five-week Junior 
Achievement (JA) program that was designed by JA and taught by 
community volunteers who have been trained by JA. “This program 
includes budgeting, credit, investing, insurance, and identity theft,” said 
Schultz. “This is all really good, real world information that’s needed by our 
students.” Schultz said he also spends a good part of his time teaching 
about saving and investing, use of credit and credit cards, good debt 
versus bad debt, and becoming an entrepreneur as part of the district’s 
semester-long Economics requirement. 
  
Family and Consumer Science teacher Elaine Sugawara-Forster said her 
Financial Management I course also satisfies the new requirement. “We 
cover topics like setting smart financial goals, understanding banking and 
banking services, budgeting, investing, keeping your money and identity 
safe and secure, insurance basics, using credit wisely, dealing with debt, 
and being consumer savvy,” said Sugawara-Forster. Students who 
complete the course receive a certificate from the National Endowment for 
Financial Education (NEFE), and Sugawara-Forster is also working with 
the University of Cincinnati so that future students can earn college credit 
for the class. 
 
Hausterman said there is no formal adopted curriculum with the new state 
requirement, but the following topics are to be covered: 
·  relationship of income level to supply and demand in the market 
·  roles of people in the economy 



·  consequences of choices affecting budgets, savings, credit, 
philanthropy and investments 

·  the effect of interest rates on savers and borrowers 
 
Winton Woods High School courses that currently meet the state financial 
literacy requirement for graduation starting Fall 2010 are Financial 
Management (Family & Consumer Science) Grades10-12; Economics 
(Social Studies) Grades 11-12; and Consumer Finance (Business) 
Grades 10-12 These courses are available and include the financial 
literacy component specifically outlined.
