Winton Woods High School News:

Rehearsals are underway for the Winton Woods

High School fall play, Cards on the Table by Agatha
Christie, and you can already sense the excitement.
Students are memorizing their lines and sets are
being built. Soon costumes will be fitted and scenes
will be blocked. But underneath the excitement,
there’s also sadness. Everyone in the auditorium
realizes that all of this may be happening for the last
time.

“Without the passage of our emergency levy on
November 3, this will be the last theater production
at Winton Woods High School for awhile,” said
Michelle Kozlowski, a 1993 graduate of the school
who is in her twelfth year as director. “There will be
no musical to look forward to in the spring. Our stage
will be dark.”

Seniors Emily Cooper and Nathan Hackmann have



been involved in shows at the high school since their freshman years. Neither
can believe that they may miss the opportunity to perform in one final spring
musical.

“I have been waiting for this last musical for literally over five years,” said Cooper.
“I've worked my way up and grown as an actress to prepare for larger roles my
senior year. Now that may not happen for me and about 50 other cast members,
plus the stage crew and pit orchestra. That is a lot of people that it affects.”

Hackmann has worked both behind the scenes and on stage and has learned
lessons from both. “Working on stage crew teaches you to be a team player,”
said Hackmann. “Being in front of an audience teaches you about the critical
level of trust that goes on between an actor and his audience.”

Both students say that even the thought of not having a spring musical is
disheartening. “I cannot imagine our school not being able to offer a musical, or
students in the future not having the wonderful opportunity that | did to be in it,”
said Cooper. Hackmann agrees. “If our levy doesn’t pass, so many students
won't have the chance to grow and discover a new talent they didn’t know they
had.”

While there, the four spent much
of their school time learning Chinese. “We had Chinese class from 9:00-11:00
every morning,” said Dudley. “We had two more classes in the afternoons from
3:00-5:00 where we would take tai chi or kung fu lessons, learn to play a musical
instrument called a hulusi, take painting lessons or learn knot making.” Dudley
said he enjoyed the language classes the most; Musgrave said she enjoyed the
painting.

While in China the group went on sightseeing trips, toured parks, shopped, and
spent time with their host families. “The trip was life altering,” said Dudley. “It
gave me a different perspective on what we have, and it's not as commonplace
as we think. We don't realize how much affluence we have in America.”

“All in all, it was a wonderful experience,” agreed Musgrave.

Winton Woods Middle School News:

Winton Woods Middle School eighth grade flutist
Ciarra Rucker auditioned for and was accepted
into the Junior Cincinnati Youth Wind Ensemble
(Jr. CYWE).

Jr. CYWE members perform a wide variety of
music literature that is meant to challenge the performers and offer an
enrichment opportunity in addition to their current band experiences at school.

The Winton Woods Middle School Incentives Cadre will be sponsoring two
fundraisers this year.

Seventh and eighth graders at Winton Woods Middle School are using iPod
nanos purchased through a grant to improve their Spanish skills. Spanish
teacher Sefiora Lisa Giblin explained that, "Using the iPods gives each student
an opportunity to move at their own pace. They can also choose how to practice
their listening skills. Some students listened to Spanish songs, while others
listened to native speakers performing a dialogue.” Students are also able to
record their responses to questions. Giblin then listens to the recordings to
assess students' speaking skills. "It's hard for all students to speak a lot in a
normal class. This gives each student the opportunity to be heard."

The iPods were funded from the
district's permanent improvement
fund/technology dollars. These

internal grants do not come from the general fund. The permanent improvement
fund is the fund that provides computers, servers, and software for our students.
The district instituted an internal grant program which allows teachers to apply for
“tech dollars.” The purpose of this internal grant system is to ensure that the
equipment purchased is put to good use on behalf of the students. The internal
grant program was an application process, whereby teachers were selected for
presentations. Approval for funding came from a panel of judges and an
evaluation will be conducted in the spring of 2010.

Selena Bowling, science lab
instructor at Winton Woods
Intermediate School, hopes to show
her students the stars with the
eight-inch Dobsonian reflector
telescope that she won from the
Cincinnati Observatory Center
(COC). But for now, with their
school building closed at night
because of budget cuts, they're
looking at sunspot activity using a
sun filter. “We are hoping the levy
will pass so we can start an




Astronomy Club to view the moon, nebula, planets and their moons, red giants,
meteor showers and other stars,” said Bowling. “Students will also conduct star
parties for the community.”

Bowling won the telescope as part of the observatory’s 40 Galileos: Starry
Messenger Program. She was selected by a committee of amateur and
professional astronomers based on her plan to reach a wide audience using the
telescope. “The program | created was to form an astronomy club at Winton
Woods Intermediate School,” said Bowling. “This is also a student outreach
program to involve the community in learning about the universe. At the same
time it will promote students’ interests in obtaining a career in science.”

Bowling, along with 40 other winners, was presented with her telescope on
September 11 at a special ceremony. The finalists included nine high school
teachers, nine middle school teachers, seven elementary teachers, four non-
profit education institutions, three scout leaders, two high school students, two
libraries, two parks, one home school group, and one retirement center.

The COC gave away the telescopes in honor of the International Year of
Astronomy and to further astronomy education in the region. The 40 winners had
to attend two classes presented by COC staff members and conduct two star
parties with loaner scopes.

Cornelssen, who is the science lab instructor at Winton Woods Elementary
School, will be honored for her efforts and presented with the Outstanding
Recycling Educator award at a special recycling awards ceremony that
recognizes great achievements in waste reduction and recycling throughout
Hamilton County. The recycling awards breakfast will be held November 17.

In his nomination, Gwyn cited Cornelssen’s recent help in securing a $10,000
grant from Walmart to develop a land lab at the school. “Cris took some of her
summer vacation to help construct the lab which has a strong emphasis in
resources management and reuse/recycling.” He also mentioned her 15-year
support of the Environmental Awareness Program Environmental High 1Q Bowl,
her help with school paper recycling programs and with the Rumpke Recycle
Challenge. “She was the first teacher to call me about what it would take to get a
recycling dumpster at her school,” said Gwyn.

“Cris Cornelssen also teamed with Instructional Assistant Sharon Greene to
establish a Recycling Club at our school,” said Principal Steve Denny. The club’s
mission is to collect paper from the school as well as promote and collect can
recycling throughout the neighborhood.

“Cris is one of those teachers you wish you could always work with,” said Gwyn.
“She is loved and appreciated by both teachers and students alike.”

The Springfield Township Board of Trustees will host a meeting for the
neighborhoods in the Winton Northwest District on Wednesday, October 14

This area covers the streets and neighborhoods along the western side of Winton
Road such as Lakeside, Sherwood, West McKelvey, Garnoa and Sarbrook. The
meeting, held at the Grove Banquet Hall, will begin at 7:00 p.m.

The meeting will be a public forum to discuss the planning procedure for the
creation of a neighborhood master plan. A presentation of current neighborhood
conditions will be included in the meeting. Existing land use, zoning, current
proposed land use recommendations, redevelopment potential, property
maintenance violations, street conditions, crime rate, fire and EMS call response
time, service delivery issues and special characteristics of the neighborhood will
be discussed. After the presentation, residents will be asked a series of
information-seeking questions. The answers that residents give will provide the
valuable feedback necessary to begin a plan for the future. Trustees are strongly
encouraging residents and business owners of these neighborhoods to attend.
