District News:

Voters in Forest Park, Greenhills and Springfield
Township approved the $4.2 million 10-year
Emergency levy on the ballot for the Winton Woods
School District by a vote of 59% - 41% on Tuesday,
November 3. “We're thankful to our families and our
communities for supporting education in such a
significant way,” said Superintendent Dr. Camille
Nasbe.

Nasbe said she will make a recommendation at a
Special Board of Education meeting on Thursday,
November 5 to reinstate K-8 extra-curricular
activities immediately and to reinstate high school
busing for public and private students on January 5,
giving the transportation department time to
establish routes. “All current programs and staff will
remain at current levels,” added Nasbe.

“Our team worked hard to get the word out to our
communities about what was at stake if this levy
failed,” said Board of Education President Jack Lee,
who helped run the levy effort. “The level of
commitment on the part of our parents, teachers, students, staff, community members, Board
members, alumni, and administration was what put us over the top this time.

“The success of our schools and our communities is closely tied together,” said Lee. “We
intend to move forward in positive ways and keep the momentum of communication and
accountability that we’ve established with this levy effort.”

High School News:

Winton Woods High School senior John
(Jay) Jordan was honored at a special
ceremony on Friday, October 30 as part
of the selection tour for the 2010 U.S.
Army All-American Marching Band.
Jordan, a percussionist who plays bass
drum, is only one of four Ohioans to earn
membership in this prestigious band and
one of only 97 seniors in the country
chosen among the 1,300 who applied.

As part of the U.S. Army All-American
Marching Band, Jordan will receive a paid trip
to San Antonio, Texas to march in the halftime performance of the All-American Bowl at the
Alamodome on Saturday, January 9. He is pictured here with Lt. Col. John Bautch, a U.S.
Army Reserve scholarship and enrollment officer at the University of Cincinnati.

Winton Woods Band Director Dani Ashbrook nominated Jordan in January. He then had to
send in a video audition. In its third year, there were over 1,000 nominations for this prestigious
honor.

In his trademark "Knotted Up"
presentation, Azariah metaphorically
equates tying a half windsor knot with the process he uses for writing stories. He also shares
his life experiences with the students in the hopes they realize that they can achieve anything.

Azariah recently took time from a schedule that includes mentoring with the Remnant Vision
Community Development Center, speaking engagements and writing his next novel to work
with students in Matt Alander’s language arts classes. "No matter how many places | present
this workshop, there's never anything like presenting it in the place where it all started for me,”
said Azariah, who had Alander as a teacher in the 1990s and has visited Alander’s classroom
for several years now.

“Each year the students pay close attention to what Jaydon says,” Alander said. “He sat
where they're sitting and has found success through hard work. He is a tangible example of
the type of person many of our students want to become.

“Jaydon’s visits remind me that teachers never know which lessons will stick with which kids,”
Alander said, “but they do stick more often than we’ll ever know.”

Azariah, who was born Jonathan Lee, graduated in 2002 from Winton Woods High School
before going on to The Ohio State University. He is the author of the novels Half Windsor and
Full Windsor.
